Multi-genre Writing Project
Directions:
Over the next few weeks, you will be completing a multi-genre project. Today you will do some brainstorming to kick-start the project. I will help guide you throughout the process. Make a copy of this document, answer each question in a different color font; then, email me your completed work for a grade. 

Part I—Types of projects:
There are three types of projects that you can complete. Read the description of each, then make a decision about which of the projects most interests you. 

Research Paper
The multi-genre research paper can be about any subject that interests you. You should choose a subject that you want to know more about. Most good research projects begin with a question. For example: What is anorexia nervosa? Once you have formulated a question, you will want to find some information to answer your question. What is different about a multi-genre research paper is that it will contain information from more than just scientific journals. You might find poetry, diaries, brochures, song lyrics, classified ads, or any number of other sources that will help you tell a story about your research. 

Coming of Age Biography
This project is about the life of someone you know. You will tell his/her story through different genres. The best example of this was written by a student of mine a few years back. The first document was a letter written in crayon asking Santa Claus for a dirt-bike. The writer explained that he was five-years-old. The second document was a 4th grade journal about winning a trophy at a local dirt-bike competition. The third document was an article in a major dirt-bike publication talking about a rising star in the field of dirt-bike racing. The fourth document was a medical report detailing injuries incurred during a dirt-bike accident. The fifth document was a classified ad selling the dirt bike. The sixth document was a letter from a dirt-bike company offering the injured racer a chance to manage a dirt-bike team. The seventh document was an online blog that linked to a video showing the young man’s team winning the national championship. 

Literature Series Review
Is there a reading series that you just love? If so you will have a chance to inform others about the significance of this series. To accomplish this, you might use: book reports, critics’ reviews, book blurbs, movie treatments, and/or coming attractions for upcoming film series related to the books. A series should include at least three novels. Some examples of book series might be: Harry Potter, The Hunger Games, Game of Thrones, or Lord of the Rings.
